The Ontario Parks Partners Bursary was established
in 2000 by several of our corporate partners to
recognize students employed in the Ontario Parks
program who excel in their jobs.

A $500.00 award to acknowledge the innovation and
leadership of young people who work in Ontario’s
provincial parks will assist students with costs
associated with their secondary or post secondary
education.

The bursary program is intended for park student
employees, Ontario Rangers, students of Friends of
Ontario Parks and other volunteer groups. Students
who demonstrate high levels of customer service,
employee initiative, leadership, or who volunteer in
other work programs and show overall dedication to
the Ontario Parks system are eligible for nomination.

Eligibility

Students must be returning to secondary or post-
secondary school (not necessarily in Ontario) and must
be Ontario residents. Students may win the award more
than once, but not in consecutive years and may work in
different positions or in different parks and still qualify.

Peers, the visiting public or the employee’s supervisor
may nominate a candidate for the bursary.
