
 
 

PUBLIC NOTICE  
PROPOSED DISPOSITION OF CROWN LAND 

 
The Ontario Ministry of Natural Resources (MNR), Parry Sound District, is inviting public comment regarding 
a request from the Moose Deer Point First Nation seeking additional Crown lands for addition to Indian Reserve # 79 
to consolidate present Reserve lands.  This proposal has undergone a preliminary review and comments from 
numerous interested parties and individuals have been considered to date.  This public consultation process is to 
provide an opportunity for public review of the preferred alternative resulting from the preliminary review. 
 
The following list summarizes the Crown lands under consideration for disposition to the Government of Canada for 
addition to Reserve (as shown on the attached map). 
 
In the Township of Freeman (now in the Township of Georgian Bay): 

• The north part of Lot 52, Concession 6 
• The northwest part of Lot 47, Concession 7 
• The north part of Lot 48, Concession 7 
• The north part of Lot 49, Concession 7 
• The south part of Lot 48, Concession 8 (south of Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay) 
• The south part of Lot 49, Concession 8 (south of Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay, excluding the Crown Lease 

area) 
• The northeast part of Lot 52, Concession 8 (north of Twelve Mile Bay Road) 
• The southwest part of Lot 51, Concession 9 (south of Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay) 
• Part of Lot 53, Concession 9 (between Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay and Twelve Mile Bay Road, excluding 

the existing municipal parking area) 
• Part of Lot 54, Concession 9 (between Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay and Twelve Mile Bay Road, excluding 

the private lands and the existing municipal parking and commercial storage areas) 
• Part of Lot 55, Concession 9 (between Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay and Twelve Mile Bay Road, excluding 

the Crown land between Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay and the private lands south of Twelve Mile Bay Road)) 
 
And, subject to completion of the concurrent park management planning process under Exemption Order MNR-59/2, 
any parts of O’Donnell Point Provincial Nature Reserve approved for deregulation, presently proposed as follows: 

• The east part of Lot 57, Concession 7 
• The remainder of Lot 52, Concession 8 (south of Twelve Mile Bay Road) 
• The north part of Lot 53, Concession 8 
• The south part of Lot 53, Concession 9 (south of Twelve Mile Bay Road) 
• The south part of Lot 54, Concession 9 (south of Twelve Mile Bay Road) 
• The south part of Lot 55, Concession 9 (south of Twelve Mile Bay Road excluding private lands) 
• The east part of Lot 58, Concession 10 (south of Twelve Mile [Moose] Bay)

Comments and personal information regarding this proposal are collected under authority of the Environmental 
Assessment Act and Public Lands Act to assist MNR in making decisions.  Comments not constituting personal 
information as defined by the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act, will be shared among MNR 
and other reviewing agencies as appropriate, and may be included in documentation available for public review.  
Personal information will remain confidential unless prior consent to disclose is obtained.  This information may be 
used by MNR to seek public input on other projects.
